SAMPLE ITINERARY

Overnight Flight from JFK
Day 1: Travel day
Board your overnight flight to Miraflores, Lima, Peru

Lima, Miraflores
Day 2: Arrival
Included meals: Welcome Lunch & Dinner

Welcome to Peru! Transfer to the hotel, relax and meet your Tour Director and fellow travelers.

Once there has been time to rest and freshen up, let’s explore with a local expert and grab a bite
to eat while discovering the modern city of Miraflores.

After lunch, there will be some free time to explore the city before our welcome dinner event at
a local venue.

Day 3: Ica
Included meals: Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

After our delicious breakfast, we will check out and head down the coast in our private charter
bus to Ica, the well-known Oasis of Peru. During our four hour ride, our expert guide will inform
us about the interesting things Peru has to offer.

After checking into our resort, the group will have time to swim and enjoy the resorts facilities
and activities.

Our late afternoon adventure will be a memorable one. We will head out to our Dune Buggy
rides in Huacachin y Tublares appointment. Included in this high-speed experience, is the
opportunity to grab a snow board and practice your skills on the sand. Once we have watched
the sunset over the dunes, we will return to the hotel to enjoy dinner with the group.

Day 4: Ica-Nazca
Included meals: Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

After breakfast, we will embark on another journey to try and solve the mystery of the ancient
Nazca Lines (Crop Circles) south of Ica, Peru. While most of the Nazca Lines can only be seen by
air, there are some we can visit by land.

We will also have the opportunity to visit the Cantalloc Aqueducts, a sophisticated irrigation
system built by the local between 200CE and 700CE. These underground aqueducts, trenches
and spirals were cleverly constructed in stone that permitted a limitless supply of water for crops
and drinking water, while in the midst of the arid desert.

There is just one more place to visit in Nazca before returning to Ica —The Pyramids of Cahuachi,
a major ceremonial site between the years 1AD and 500 AD.

After our long day of exploration, we will head back to the resort for dinner and evening
entertainment.



Day 5: Ica-Las Islas Ballestas-Lima
Included meals: Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

After breakfast, we will head over to Las Islas Ballestas, the National Reserve of Paracas. Here we
will venture out on a high speed boat to discover a natural Sea Lion reserve, the natural habitat
of the Humboldt penguin as well as a rare species of pelicans.

Once we have finished the experience, we will have lunch and head back to Lima, Peru and have
dinner in a beautiful part of Miraflores.

Day 6: Lima-Cuzco
Included meals: Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

After breakfast, we will depart to the airport and venture off to Cuzco.
Upon arrival, it is recommended that everyone rest a couple of hours until the body has
acclimated to the altitude.

Once we have rested the recommended time, we will have a light meal and go to the historic city
center, where we will meet our local guide and explore La Plaza de Armas. We will also have the
opportunity to visit the local markets, the breathtaking cathedral and other nearby attractions.

Though we may all seem well rested, we will have to reserve our energy for the next day’s
journey through the Andes Mountains.

Day 7: Cuzco
Included meals: Breakfast, Lunch

After breakfast, we will have an all day tour of the ancient ruins and the local markets in Cuzco.
In many of these sites, we will learn about the interesting history of the Inca people and their
battles with the European invaders.

During the day, we will be participating in several activities including shopping in a local market,
participating in a local cooking experience and taking an off-road adventure through the Sacred
Valley.

Dinner will be at a local place in Plaza de Armas, in close proximity to the hotel.

Day 8: Cuzco-Yucay-Ollantaytambo

After breakfast, our guide will lead us to the Ollantaytambo train station, where we will catch the
train that will take us through the Andes Mountains to mythical city of Aguas Calientes.

Once we have arrived in Aguas Calientes, we will check in to our hotel and have some time to
explore the area. If we have time, we may be able to relax in the thermal waters before the next
day’s hike through Machu Picchu.



Day 9: Machu Picchu

After breakfast, we will take the bus ride up to Machu Picchu with our guide and will commence
the ascent up Machu Picchu. We will spend the day exploring with our local guide, who will
reveal some of the mysteries behind the Inca’s most sacred place.

Once we have completed the route, we will return to the hotel to relax before having our last
dinner in Peru.

Day 10: Aguas Calientes-Cuzco
Time to say good bye to Peru. We hope you had an amazing adventure.

We will have breakfast before headed to the airport. We will make a stop and plane transfer in
Lima, where will then connect to our flight to JFK.
